	Earlier tonight a student committed suicide on the sky bridge near Bennion Junior High. He was a ninth grade student from that school who was bullied a lot by his peers. He left school at around 1:30 p.m. with his mother but came back later on just as school was finished. He met up with a few other students, pulled out a gun, and shot himself in front of students and parents around 3:05 p.m. By 8 p.m. students, friends, and parents gathered on the bride and made shrine and prayed for him. 
	I can imagine the shock from the students and the parents who witnessed this. It is a very traumatizing event to see someone your age takes his own life. The parents and friends of the victim must feel depressed over their loss and anger over the bullies who are suspected to have caused the incident.
