Kerns mom forgives man who killed her son.

	On January 21, 2009 two Kerns high school students got in a fistfight; one was Ricky Angilau. There was a big crowd watching, of which Esteban Saidi was part of. Ricky had brought a gun to school and after the fight he shot the gun into the air, dispersing the crowd. Then He fired two shots in the direction directly above the crowd, not meaning to hurt anyone, but he did. Esteban was shot and he died. Angilau apologized a lot for what he has done, saying “I’m ready to face whatever consequences I’ve got to Face… I’m sorry. I wish I could take it all back… This has been stressful on me. I just want to let the Saidi family know I mean to make amends”. He was originally charged with murder, but now his charge has been changed to manslaughter and up to five years in jail. I know that you were young as well… I have nothing against you, I have nothing against your family… I want you to go forward”.
